Curtin Medical School 
Recently there has been further communication regarding Curtin University establishing a medical school. This has met some opposition both from the AMA and DIT committees, as well as from UWA & WAMSS. From the perspective of ND SoM and MSAND this was a more delicate situation given the relationship we have with Curtin that provides the BCS Domain teaching to us. For this reason ND & MSAND has remained fairly neutral in our stance on this issue. Quite obviously the reasoning for opposition lies in the fact there are not enough clinical teachers available to current students, nor intern / specialty training places further down the track as students graduate. With input from WAMSS and MSAND AMSA reps and President’s, AMSA wrote a letter on behalf of all medical students asking for further clarification into Curtin’s intentions to establish a medical school in addition to stating their stance on the issue, which was one of opposition. See letter attached. The AMA has also been in communication with Curtin, with content of letters being similar to that of the AMSA letter – purely requesting further details as to CurtIn’s intentions. No  longer going to be undergraduate uni. Feminsation of the workforce. Still need to fill the shortage of doctors. Nothing submitted to AMC yet. 3 year contract signed with ND and Curtin.

1. All posters MUST have the MSAND Logo

2. If there are sponsors for the event, the sponsor logo must be on the poster

3. Event posters must detail: Event name; time; venue; cost; theme; RSVP if applicable

4. All posters must be bright, eye-catching and printed in colour

5. Poster sizing: Notice board posters must be A3; PBL/toilet posters must be A4

6. Do not use sticky tape to fasten posters – this will get pulled down by myself and the SoM staff; Use blu-tac only

7. Make sure all edges of posters are firmly adhered to the wall so the whole poster is visible

8. Submit your poster to the Exec prior to printing and distribution

9. Forward finished poster to IT rep Ross so it can be placed on the MSAND website
