The possibility of having a MSAND sponsor’s launch at the start of year was discussed. MSAND would invite sponsors and pay for drinks and food to be provided. IPE Database


	A new approach to membership fee structure was discussed. The options provided to the committee were:

1. Increase the lifetime membership fee; or

2. Have an annual fee

It was decided that an annual fee would be too complicated to organise and too expensive for students particularly when sponsorship currently covers the majority of MSANDs expenses. The committee decided to have a one off lifetime fee of $40 regardless of which year a person is in.
It was stated that it is important to have new members sign up at O-Camp and it would be useful to have a membership drive at the beginning of 2010 for those who did not attend O-Camp. The importance of making membership enticing was discussed along with the need to increase the difference between member and non-member prices at events.  It was decided that non-members attending MSAND events would need to pay a fee of $5.
It was decided registration would now be online and there would be the opportunity to register for membership on enrolment day on 9 December 2009. It was also suggested that on 28 January all MSAND members attend the first year orientation day to introduce themselves. Additionally, all MSAND members are to attend a 2, 3 and 4 year group lecture to introduce MSAND to the rest of the student body.
DMA has called for a volunteer from each year group to test the updated IPE database. Names to be supplied to DMA by 30 October and she will contact them with details.
