	The inclusion of Vision Vietnam under Vision MSAND Global Health Group was discussed. Vision Vietnam has expressed interest in coming under the umbrella of MSAND. The main reason was to help Vision Vietnam overcome some administrative difficulties that they are currently facing. Vision Vietnam will benefit by having access to emails and contacts for better promotion and a reduction in costs, allowing better utilization of their fundraising funds. The group will not be seeking sponsorship money. They will be responsible for the events they hold through the year. 

The committee discussed the appropriateness of having a sub-committee under a sub-committee. Vision MSAND GHG is new, it is uncertain whether or not it will take off. It may not be feasible to introduce a well-established group such as Vision Vietnam under something that has just started.

If it is just an administration problem, MSAND could help them out without putting being at any financial risk. To overcome the sub-committee under a sub-committee issue, the Vision Vietnam chair could organize a simple reporting procedure with the Social Justice portfolio holder.

It was decided that a proposal needs to be written on behalf of Vision Vietnam before the committee can put their inclusion in MSAND to a vote.
