The Cocktail party will be held either on the 24th April at Salt on the beach in North Fremantle or on the 1 May at a venue TBA.  The tickets will cost $40 to $50 but will be cheaper for non-drinkers.
A joint function with UWA is currently being organised for around the 20th of august. The capacity will be 3OO people, 150 each from each university. It will be aimed at clinical year students and will cost around $20 for the evening but guests will pay for their own drinks.  
Sponsorship so far includes $1000 from Hollywood IVF, door prizes from Johnsons and Johnsons and potentially BHP Bulletin.  More sponsorship needs to be sort.  A 6 piece swing band for the evening at a price of $2500 for 2 hours was approved by the committee. Buses to the event will be paid separately by students. The theme decided for the evening was Oscar Awards Night. Awards will be given out on the night to recognise people who have contributed to MSAND and also tutors and clinicians. To gain free room hire 400 people need to attend and the venue has a capacity of 500. It was decided that the two years of alumni would also be invited as well as ND staff. Non-drinking tickets will be $20-25 cheaper.
